Councilor Fifield called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
We stood and saluted the flag.

Reports:
1.01 Council Meeting Minutes February 5, 2018 and Public Hearing Minutes January 18, 2018.
1.02 Departmental Reports Submitted
1.03 Municipal Financial Reports 
Councilor Bolduc made a motion to approve the reports and meeting minutes as submitted.  Seconded by Councilor Bennett.  So voted. Unanimous.

Public Comments:
2.01 Public Comments: Fred Sturtevant noted that in the future, the Rescue and Fire Reports will be submitted separately to aid in simplifying hours for payroll.

Reports of the Town Manager:
Old Business:
Item 3.01 Napa/New Building 
The Bond paperwork from Rural Development needs to be approved by the Council.  The amount borrowed includes an amount to purchase the ≤ 0.25 acre parcel currently owned by Napa which crossed through a portion of the new Municipal parking area.  Napa is willing to sell however a price has not been discussed.

Item 3.02 Fees for Use of Recreation Fields
The question arose as to who should be receiving funds when the ball fields are rented out due to a request from Sexual Assault Prevention and Response Services (SAPRS) to hold a tri-county tournament this fall.  Councilor Bennett states that the Recreation Committee needs to be providing an annual operations budget, which it has not been doing.  Councilor Fifield agreed stating that we request donations, fees and also part of taxes paid are used for the Recreation Program and taxpayers have the right to see where the money is spent.  Furthermore, Councilor Konstatoulakis states we need to get the Recreation Committee in for a meeting.  Koriene will advise of budget needed and attempt to get them in for the April meeting.  Councilor Bennett moves to allow SAPRS to use the fields on a date scheduled by the Town Clerk and allow all moneys raised to remain with SAPRS including the fee to utilize the field. Motion is seconded by Councilor Bolduc and voted unanimously to accept.

Item 3.03 Hannaford Update
Hannaford has begun pouring the footers and anticipate a late July 2018 opening.
Item 3.04 Foreclosure Update
Only one property remains unpaid or without payment arrangement agreement.  The Doublewide mobile home on Riverside Drive will go to bid with a minimum bid of $35,000.

Item 3.05 RSU 16 Budget
The Town Manager has met with the Superintendent of Schools.  There will be an increase to our payments to the RSU for our portion of the operating costs.  The estimated increase totals between $75,000 and $77,000.  The Town Manager feels that the difference in cost will be offset by the additional amount received from the State for homestead exemption reimbursements.  Previously the State was providing 50% and this will increase to 62.5% for the 2019 tax year.

Item 3.06 Fred Sturtevant
Chief Sturtevant requesting the Council allow the acceptance of a donated vehicle to the fleet as well as adding the vehicle to Town insurance binder.  This vehicle is a retired Army 6x6 truck and will be used as a Brush Truck for access to the woods for forest fires.  It is equipped with a tank and pump for fire suppression.  The Fire Department fleet of vehicles will not expand as they intend to place the 1995 Ford F250 out for bid.  This pickup truck has needed many repairs and continues to fail.  The Army truck will need a few minor services such as tires, but overall is more advantageous and less expensive.  Councilor Bolduc moves to accept the donation of Army 6x6 Truck for use as a Brush truck and to add said truck to Town’s insurance.  Seconded by Councilor Konstantoulakis and voted unanimously to accept.

New Business:
Item 4.01 Nomination Papers
The Town has 2 positions of 3-year terms for each the Town Council, Sanitary District Trustee, and School Committee Member.  Nomination papers became available March 2, 2018 and are due back no later than April 13, 2018.

Item 4.02 Posting New TM
The Town Manager position will be posted on April 17th and deadline to apply will be May 4th.  Interviews can be done on either a Friday afternoon or an evening.  The Council prefers evening interviews.

Item 4.03 E-Layne Corp Payment
We received a call from E-Layne Corp who foreclosed on the Harvest Hill Property located on Pigeon Hill.  They had submitted a $5000 payment toward arrears Real Estate taxes of which $1368.53 was applied to the Personal Property tax account per Town Ordinance.  The representative of E-Layne Corp states that he was not notified of Personal property Taxes being due and requests the full $5000 be applied to the Real Estate taxes as planned and he will require additional information on the personal property tax account to present to shareholders prior to payment.  The Town Clerk and Manager were unable to locate any documentation verifying a bill was ever sent to E-Layne Corp.  Councilor Bolduc moves to allow $5000 be applied to the Real Estate Tax account for E-Layne Corp with the understanding that E-Layne Corp will make payment for Personal Property in full at a later date.  Motion was seconded by Councilor Bennett and voted unanimously to accept.

Ordinances, Resolves & Licenses:
Item 5.01 Egg-ceptional Liquor License Vote
Egg-ceptional restaurant has submitted a liquor license renewal application for Council approval. Chief Goss has reviewed and approved. Councilor Bolduc entered a motion to approve the application for liquor license renewal for Egg-ceptional restaurant.  Motion seconded by Councilor Konstantoulakis.  So voted, unanimous.

Item 5.02 Maurices Permission for Catering of Chamber Meeting
Maurice Restaurant is requesting permission to cater the Oxford Hills chamber of Commerce Annual event held at the Silver Spur.  This request was approved last year without issue.  Councilor Bolduc moves to approve the application for Maurices Restaurant to cater the Chamber event being held at the Silver Spur on March 21, 2018.  Motion seconded by Councilor Bennett and voted unanimously to approve.

Item 5.03 Postpone Library Book Sale 
The Library would like to postpone their annual book sale to the fall season and continue to use the gym for this event.  They have books going to local Jails and need the additional time to take care of this.  Councilor Bennet moves to allow the Library to postpone their annual book sale until fall and still use the municipal gym for the event, seconded by Councilor Konstantoulakis.  All in favor, so voted.

Councilor Konstantoulakis moves to enter Executive Session under 1 MRSA 405(6)(H), seconded by Councilor Bolduc.  All in favor – unanimous.  Council enters executive session at 7:37pm.

Councilor Konstantoulakis motioned to emerge from Executive Session, Seconded by Councilor Bolduc, all in favor, unanimous.  Emerged from Executive Session at 8:05pm.

Councilor Konstantoulakis moves to accept the Interim Contract of the Town Manager through August 30, 2018.  Seconded by Councilor Bolduc and votes unanimously to accept.

Councilor Bolduc moves to approve a 1-inch variance for property on Bucknam Street.  Seconded by Councilor Konstantoulakis and voted unanimously to accept.

Councilor Konstantoulakis motioned to adjourn, Seconded by Councilor Bolduc. All in favor, so voted.  Meeting Adjourned 8:10pm.
