Councilor Annance called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
We stood and saluted the flag.

Reports:
1.01 Council Meeting Minutes March 5, 2018 and Public Hearing Minutes

Councilor Fifield made a motion to approve the reports and meeting minutes as submitted.  Seconded by Councilor Bolduc.  So voted. Unanimous.

Reports of the Town Manager:
Old Business:
Item 3.01 Napa/New Building 
Closing on new building will be this coming Friday, April 6th.  Koriene presented maps from the Architect and the Council agreed on floor plan “B” and signed off to start construction.  Interior changes can still be addressed.  Discussion was presented regarding Police Clerk area and Library needing additional interior door to access bathroom.  Les will remain in the CEO Office.  Potential contractors will need a site visit and instruction on how to place bids.  Councilor Annance agreed to take the lead with Napa to determine sales price and meet with Mark and Bobby.  Koriene should be present for meetings.  Survey is needed.  Previous survey is JKL, and deed says 99ft from Verizon building to new office.  There are usually slight discrepancies +/-, however this is measuring at 93ft.  Possibly the pin was moved.

Item 3.02 LED/Poland Water Project
Koriene is working with the consortium of Norway/Oxford/Paris/Poland on possibly converting to LED streetlights.  The grant for the Poland Water Expansion Project has been submitted.  An answer is expected in May and it appears positive as the area is faced with uranium in the water supply.  Hoping to have the project completed by fall.  

Item 3.03 Hannaford Update
Koriene met with the new manager of Hannaford and they are expecting to open on June 30th.  Council members will be invited to the ribbon cutting ceremony and Koriene will be assisting the manager with the invitations.  

Item 3.04 Foreclosure Update
Only one property remains unpaid or without payment arrangement agreement.  The Doublewide mobile home on Riverside Drive will go to bid with a minimum bid of $35,000. Tenant will be officially evicted in 30 days.  There are 4 interested parties.

Item 3.05 Transfer Station Hours
Koriene proposed that the Transfer Station open on Thursday if they are closed due to inclement weather on Wednesday.  Council agrees with this proposal for new policy.

Item 3.06 Nomination Papers
Nomination papers were taken by four individuals for Council (Nick Konstantoulakis, Wayne Hackett, Richard Wing and Lou Goulet), two individuals for Sanitary District Trustee (Randall Plummer and Wayne Hackett), and only one individual for School Committee Member (Sean Cleary).  Scott Lessard and Travis Ritchie are considering running for School Committee Member as well.

Item 3.07 Summer Camp
The Summer Recreation program and Recreation Committee are faced with confusion regarding the similar names.  Summer Rec will be renamed as a Summer Camp.  Sue Marston will provide a new name.  There are currently 30 enrollments and max is 40.  There will be no One-day enrollments allowed as we are finding that they only attend for field trips.  


New Business:
Item 4.01 Dad’s Place 15th Anniversary
Larry Roy will be having a tent for beer, food, and music.  He is requesting a special catering license from the state for alcohol and would like a special amusement permit for the day.  This will be held the same day as community day.  Koriene is suggesting no charge for the special amusement permit as it will be added to the community day events and will be for one day only as opposed to the annual issuance.  Councilor Bolduc moves to accept the liquor license request for Dad’s Place catering event on June 2nd.  Seconded by Councilor Konstantoulakis and voted unanimously to accept.  Councilor Konstantoulakis moves to approve the special amusement permit at no charge for Dad’s Place on June 2nd.  Seconded by Councilor Bolduc.  All in favor, so voted.

Item 4.02 Hailey’s Hug
We have received a request from Hailey’s Hugs to go gold annually for September in support of childhood cancer.  We could place a gold ribbon on the front door or decorate in gold.  Councilor Bennett entered a motion to accept the proclamation from Hailey’s Hugs to GO GOLD in September each year in support of childhood cancer.  Councilor Konstantoulakis seconds the motion.  So voted, unanimous.

Item 4.03 Election Approval
The Council will need to appoint election clerks and warden for the June 13th election.  Koriene has suggested Michelle Emery and Jaqueline Preston for clerks and Nancy Petersons for Warden.  So moved by Councilor Bolduc and seconded by Councilor Fifield.  Voted unanimously to accept.

Item 4.04 Personal Property Abatement
Julie has been working to clear up the small balance personal property tax outstanding.  Joe Zapper’s Creative Edge is no longer in business and we are unable to locate him.  There remains a balance of $5.77 for 2017 and $33.92 for 2018.  We are requesting to abate the total of $39.69. Councilor Fifield moves to abate personal property taxes for Joe Zapper’s Creative Edge in the amount of $39.69 for the 2017 and 2018 tax years.  Seconded by Councilor Bolduc.  Voted unanimously to accept.  In addition, there is a parcel of land on Rt 11 that an interested party has requested to place a camper trailer for use as a summer home.  In our experience this typically turns into year-round and poses many issues legally.  This is an extremely small lot adjacent to property purchased by the town 15-20 years ago.  It would cost $1500 to purchase this parcel to add to our current lot.  This is mostly wooded with no water sewer connections at this time.  Koriene will research further.


Ordinances, Resolves & Licenses:
Item 5.01 Town Office Closure
The Town Office will be closed on May 28th in observance of Memorial Day.

Item 5.02 Recreation Committee Resignation
[bookmark: _GoBack]Scott Lessard has submitted his resignation for the Recreation Committee citing several reasons for no longer having interest in serving in this capacity.  The Council heard the concerns and Councilor Konstantoulakis offered to go see the Recreation Director at his place of business.  Also, he and the CEO will inspect the snack shack for apparent safety issues.  Koriene will determine what recourse the town has in regard to Recreation.  It was mentioned that hiring a part time Recreation Director might be in order.  If hiring, we would look at 1040 hours at approximately $12.00-15.00/hour.  Unsure how funding would look for this position.  A workshop may be needed to discuss options.

Item 5.03 Library Trust Resignation 
Georgia Randall has submitted a letter of Resignation from the Library Board of Trustees as she will join her husband in Japan for military service.  Councilor Bolduc placed a motion to approve this resignation of Georgia Randall from the Library Board of Trustees.  Seconded by Councilor Fifield and voted unanimously to accept.

Councilor Bolduc motioned to adjourn, Seconded by Councilor Konstantoulakis. All in favor, so voted.  Meeting Adjourned 8:37pm.
